They fought in battles and helped soldiers by bringing water and supplies.  They ran farms and businesses at home while men were away fighting.  They raised money for the war and wrote about the American Revolution.

The right to life and liberty made some people want to stop slavery.

LESSON 1


The Revolutionary War affected nearly everyone in the colonies.  Women played important roles in the war.  Sixteen-year-old  SYBIL LUDINGTON  rode to tell Americans of a British attack.  DEBORAH SAMPSON pretended to be a man and fought in the war.  African Americans also fought for the Patriots.  JAMES ARMISTEAD  won his freedom by working as a spy for George Washington.  PETER SALEM and several other African Americans fought at Concord.  Native American groups formed alliances with both the Americans and the British.  THAYENDANEGEA and the Mohawk fought on the side of the British.  The Oneida and Tuscarora fought for the Americans.  
LESSON 2

In 1777, the British began a CAMPAIGN to capture New York.  The large British army was helped by MERCENARIES from Germany.  Yet the British lost an important battle at Saratoga.  This battle was a TURNING POINT in the war.  Benjamin Franklin had gone to France to NEGOTIATE with the French government.  He wanted France to help the Americans in the war.  The American victory at Saratoga convinced French leaders that the colonists could win the war.  The leaders agreed to help.  

LESSON 3

The American Revolution created many strong leaders. NATHAN HALE was a Patriot spy who was captured by the British and hanged.  Navy commander JOHN  PAUL JONES fought the British navy off the coast of Britain.  The Revolution also made a few traitors. BENEDICT ARNOLD who had led American troops to victory at Saratoga, turned against his country and led attacks on Virginia towns.  

LESSON 4

State constitutions written after 1776 used the ideals of the American Revolution.  The rights stated in the Declaration of Independence changed the way many people thought about people’s rights and about slavery.  Some people became ABOLITIONISTS and spoke out against slavery.  The slavery debate affected TERRITORIES outside the states.  In 1787, an ORDINANCE governing lands in the Northwest Territory said that slavery would not be allowed in the region.
